The Queen Sofia Spanish Institute was founded in 1954 by an interesting and diverse
group of Americans that included, among others, Miss Lucrezia Bori, a lyric opera
singer, Ms. Cynthia Smith, the wife of the eminent ophthalmologist Dr. Ramodn
Castroviejo, the Honorable Angier Biddle Duke, who would serve as United States
Ambassador to Spain in the mid-sixties, and Edward Larocque Tinker, a noted
philanthropist and writer.

They all shared a desire to stimulate in the
United States interest in the culture, art, life,
customs, language, literature and history of
Spanish-speaking countries. And so it was
that the then Spanish Institute fulfilled this
mission by presenting the work and research
of the most outstanding artists, historians,
scientists, writers, diplomats, designers, and
intellectuals of the last 70 years to audiences
in the United States and Spain.



Since its founding, the QSSI has
sponsored lectures, exhibitions,
prizes, and concerts; held receptions
to bring together distinguished
members of the Hispanic and U.S.
intellectual world; and promoted the
exchange of students, scholars, artists
and musicians between Spanish-
speaking countries and the U.S.

In celebration of the Institute’s 70th
anniversary, friends and community
members joined together at the
Sophia Award for Excellence presided
by Her Majesty Queen Sofia and
viewed a celebratory retrospective
video featuring the words, videos, and
images of the many people who have
contributed to the Institute’s mission
over the decades.

In recent years, the Institute has
demonstrated its ability to adapt to
modern times by creating online
educational content and building a
global community hosting events in
different cities across the U.S.
Together, the QSSI looks forward to
continuing this mission for years to
come.
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The Sophia Award
for Excellence

Named after the Greek word for wisdom “Sophia,” this award is presented to a person
or organization that has actively contributed to the international appreciation of Spain
and the Americas through a donation of time, expertise, and an innate wisdom in the
areas of sciences, arts, or humanities. From 1978 to 2013 the Institute awarded the
Gold Medal as its highest honor, and in 2018, the Institute renewed this tradition. Thus,
the Institute inaugurated the Sophia Award for Excellence, a prize honoring the wisdom
and humanitarianism of its Patroness Her Majesty Queen Sofia.

The Queen Sofia Spanish Institute
launched the Initiative for the
Celebration of Spain’s Relationship
with the United States, 1776 - 2026,
America&Spain250, to celebrate the
250 years of the shared past, present,
and continued friendship between the
United States, Spain, and the Spanish-
speaking world.

The Initiative aims to increase public
awareness of the crucial contributions
of Spain to the American Revolution
and celebrate their importance over
the course of 250 years of Spain’s
shared history with the United States.
The Initiative also seeks to enrich the
understanding of the complex,
changing, yet enduring tripartite

relationship between Spain, Spanish-
speaking America and the United
States.

Leading up to 2026 and beyond, the
QSSI will continue to develop programs
alongside historians, researchers, and
experts in various cultural areas.

Thus far, the QSSI has held its first
official launching event in Madrid at the
Fundacion Ramdn Areces, the First
Symposium  of  America&Spain250.
Since then, other projects as part of the
initiative have been presented in New
York City, and both events were
presided over by Her Majesty Queen
Sofia.

The QSSI is also currently working on a
Grassroots Outreach Project to involve
local organizations from around the US
in the America&Spain250 initiative and
accompanying celebrations.

America&Spain250

Fundacion Ramdon Areces, Madrid, Spain

May 23rd and 24th, 2024

The Queen Sofia Spanish Institute, as
part of its America&Spain250 initiative,
and the Fundaciéon Ramoén Areces (FRA)
presented the First Symposium
Commemorating the 250 Years of
Relations between Spain and the
United States of America with the aim
of ensuring that Spain’s contribution to
the independence of the United States
is duly recognized in the official
celebrations that will take place in the
United States in 2026.

For two days, distinguished U.S. and
Spanish scholars presented their views
on the historical relations between the
two countries. Through lectures and
panel discussions, scholars analyzed
aspects ranging from the shared
history of both countries, the vision
and image of each in the other,
emigration, cultural relations, and the
challenges of teaching Spanish history,
art, culture and the Spanish language in
the U.S. today.
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The opening night included words from
partner organizations: the QSSI, the FRA, and
the Director of the Royal Academy of
History Carmen lIglesias in addition to Rian
Harris, Chargé d’Affaires at the U.S. Embassy
in Spain, and State Secretary for Foreign and
Global Affairs Diego Martinez Belio followed
by a lecture by Dr. Richard L. Kagan.

Speakers during the symposium included
the following historians, professors, and
experts: Gonzalo M. Quintero Saravia, Larrie
Ferreiro, M. Elizabeth Boone, James D.

With the aim of elevating awareness and engendering appreciation of Spanish-
language literature in the United States, this $10,000 prize was created by the
Cultural Committee and Board of Directors of the Queen Sofia Spanish Institute to
honor the best English-language translation of a literary work written in Spanish.
Formerly a triennial prize, it is now awarded yearly. The Reading Committee for the
Queen Sofia Spanish Institute Translation Prize consists of a minimum of three
members with expertise in Spanish and/or Latin American literature, translation,
culture, and/or language.

In 2010, the inaugural prize was awarded to the
late Edith Grossman for her translation of
Antonio Mufioz Molina’s A Manuscript of Ashes.

Heather Cleary won the 2024 Queen Sofia
Spanish Institute Translation Prize for Luis Felipe
Fabre’s Recital of the Dark Verses in its seventh
edition. Adrian Nathan West won the Runner-Up
Prize for The Lost Steps by Alejo Carpentier. The
members of the jury were the talented
translators Samantha Schnee, Amalia Gladhart,
and Charlotte Whittle.

The ceremony was followed by a panel
discussion with the participation of the winner,
Heather Cleary, and John Siciliano, editor of the
Runner-Up book, along with Samantha Schnee
and Amalia Gladhart.

In an effort to continue to broaden the reach of the objectives of the Queen Sofia
Spanish Institute Translation Prize, the QSSI seeks to expand the programs offered
through the Literary Translators Fellowship.

Aiming to allow unpublished translators and other emerging translators the chance
to audition, show their talent, and get the chance to pitch their translations to
publishers, the Queen Sofia Spanish Institute seeks to support translators by
offering this initiative. The most successful sample translation from Spanish into
English, selected by the jury, will receive the Literary Translation Fellowship, a grant
of $20,000 to translate the entire book. Ten of the sample translations that
demonstrate promise, finesse and skill will be awarded Honorable Mentions, a
smaller grant of $500 each.
